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Abstract

The aims of this research were 1) to study ways of increasing values of ecotourism in the
Chanthaburi Riverside Village, 2) to compare factors of genders, ages, educational backgrounds,
and individuals’ social status affecting the ecotourism development in the Chanthaburi Riverside
Village, and 3) to investigate problems and suggestions for the ecotourism in order to be guidelines of
the service improvement for tourists in the Chanthaburi Riverside Village. The sample group consisted
of 400 tourists. The research tool used in the data collection was a questionnaire with the reliability
level of 95%. The descriptive statistics were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, F-test,
one way analysis of variance, and the Scheffe’s method.

The results were as follows : 1) the tourists showed their strong opinions towards the aspects
of responsibility for society and environment and the aspect of participation was viewed at the
moderate levels, 2) the compared results revealed the difference of genders and social status could
affect people’s opinions, showing no statistical significance. People with different educational
backgrounds had different points of view, showing the .05 level of statistical significance. People
with different ages showed their different opinions towards the aspects of participation, social and
environmental responsibility, showing the .05 level of statistical significance, and 3) the first three
important activities held in the Chanthaburi Riversede Village were the Chanthaburi Riverside
Village’s Annual Fair (Year 4 at the present time), the learning center organized at the house No. 69,

as well as the merit making and the food offerings to the Buddhist monks in the community.
