Southwestern Japan has been hit by two major earthquakes, killing at least 9 people and injuring
hundreds more.

The initial magnitude 6.0 tremor struck 7 miles east of the city of Kumamotoat around 9:30
p.m. Another 6.4 magnitude quake hit the same place after midnight.More than 44,000 people have been
evacuated to schools and community 5 centres. Many chose to spend the night outdoors despite the cold,
waking up crackedroads and damaged houses. While the magnitude was much lower than that of the
2011 quake that triggered a tsunami and nuclear meltdowns at Fukushima.
