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Abstract

This qualitative research aims to study: 1) the natural resources and environment
needed for agro-tourism, 2) the participation of the community in community enterprises, and
3) the potential of the community in tourism management. In the area of Banpattawee
Community Enterprises for Agricultural Health, Makham District, Chanthaburi Province.
This study also presents suggestions for potential development of the community for sustainable
agricultural tourism management. The data were collected from: research documents, in-depth
interviews using open-ended questions with 26 key informants, and analyzing descriptive data to
present to focus groups.

The findings of this research were as follows: 1) Banpattawee community had the
appropriate natural resources and environment needed to open an agro-tourism destination. It has
the potential to share information about agriculture with communities both in and outside of
Chanthaburi Province, 2) the level of community participation in the enterprises depended on
amount of available time and that some enterprise activities were only attended by members of
the enterprise, and 3) there is the potential to develop tourism management in the community due
to having natural resources and a variety of fruit orchards. Although there is a limited budget for
management development, privatization and management of community value-added products
can be used. Transferring knowledge to and the community still lacks media communication and
public affairs activities. Finally, it is important to increase community participation in agricultural
activity management. The advantages of this research can be used to show communities

the importance of natural resources, participating in the community enterprise and creating good



friendship. Afterwards, the community can plan to learn more about agro-tourism management

and how to increase community incomes and standards of living.
