Abstract

The purposes of this research were: 1)to develop a training curriculum on venue
decoration for vocational students in the hotel and tourism program; 2) to compare the academic
achievement before and after using the developed curriculum; and 3) to compare the practical
skill of vocational students in the hotel and tourism program between pretest and posttest periods.
The sample of this research was a group of 30 second - year students studying vocational
certificate in hotel and tourism program during the second semester in 2019, in Chanthaburi
Polytechnic College under the Office of the Vocational Education Commission, and was selected
by purposive sampling. The research tools used were: the developed training curriculum on venue
decoration for vocational students in the hotel and tourism program, including the evaluation
scale on venue decoration for vocational students in the hotel and tourism program, achievement test
and practical skill evaluation. The statistics used for data analysis included: percentage, mean (i ),
standard deviation (S.D.) and t-test Dependent.

The results of this research indicated that: 1) the components of the developed training
curriculum on venue decoration for vocational students in the hotel and tourism program covered
principles, objectives, structure, trainees, training duration, training activity organizing, media and
tools for training, result evaluation, scope of content, activities descriptions, training activities
plan, and handout with an average assessment for curriculum quality certification at 4.72, which
was at the highest level of appropriateness; 2) after implementing the developed training curriculum,
the sample students’ academic achievement at posttest period was higher than that at pretest
period with a statistical significance level of .05, and 3) the practical skill after using the training

curriculum was higher than before at the statistically significant level of .05. The developed



training curriculum on venue decoration for vocational students in the hotel and tourism program
could be beneficial for training students to gain greater knowledge, practical skills, adaptability in

daily life to generate income, help their family and earn a living.
