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Abstract

The objectives of the research were to: 1) study the level of competency of school administrators
in the digital age in schools under Sakaeo Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, 2) study the
administration of academic affairs in these schools, 3) study the relationship between the
competencies of school administrators in the digital age affecting the administration of academic
affairs in these schools, and 4) create a forecasting equation for the competency of school administrators
in the digital age affecting the administration of academic affairs. The sample was a group of 313
teachers and was determined using Krejcie and Morgan's sample size table. The research instrument
was a questionnaire using a S-point rating scale, divided into 2 parts: part 1 was a questionnaire on
opinions about school administrators' competencies in the digital age, with a reliability coefficient
of .93; part 2 was a questionnaire on opinions about academic administration in the digital age, with
a reliability coefficient of .97. The statistics used for data analysis included: mean, standard
deviation, Pearson's correlation coefficient, and simple regression analysis.

The results of the study were as follows: 1) opinions about the competency of school
administrators in the digital age were at the high level, including: vision creation, self-development,
digital age skills, and teamwork, 2) opinions about the administration of academic affairs of schools
were at the high level, including: measurement and evaluation, research to develop quality in schools,
teaching and learning management in schools, development and use of educational technology media,
and curriculum development in schools, 3) the competency of administrators in the digital age and
administration of academic affairs of educational institutions had a high level of positive relationship,

at the statistically significant level of .01, and 4) since the competency of school administrators in



the digital age had a statistically significant effect on academic administration of the school at the
.01 level, it was possible to create forecasting equations with 70.10 % accuracy in the raw score

form: ?tot =1.630 + .601**X and in the standardized score form: Zy =.701** Z..
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
