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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to: 1) study the creative leadership of school
administrators in pilot schools under the Education Sandbox of Chanthaburi Province;
2) study the academic administration of these schools; 3) study the relationship
between the creative leadership and academic administration in these schools; and
4) create an equation forecasting the creative leadership affecting the academic
administration of these schools. The sample was a group of 327 teachers in these
schools in the academic year 2024. The research instrument was a two-part, five-rating
scale questionnaire. The first part was about the creative leadership of school
administrators in these pilot schools and contained 32 items with a reliability of 0.81.
The second part was about the academic administration of these schools and
contained 36 items with a reliability of 0.75. The statistics used for data analysis were:
percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson's correlation coefficient and simple
regression analysis.

The results of the research revealed that: 1) the school administrators had
the creative leadership overall and specific aspects at the high level, including:
teamwork, vision, adaptability, individual consideration, and creativity, 2) the academic
administration in pilot schools overall and specific aspects was at the high level,
including: curriculum development, learning activity management, assessment and

evaluation, internal supervision, and the development of educational media, innovations,



and technology, 3) the creative leadership of administrators had a moderately positive
relationship with the academic administration in these schools at the .05 level of
statistical significance, and 4) the creative leadership affecting the academic administration
of these schools included adaptability and vision with a multiple correlation coefficient
of 0.706, predicting 49.80% of the academic administration in these pilot schools with
statistical significance at the .05 level, allowing for the creation of a forecast equation
in the form of raw scores: \?tot = 1.489 + 0.270X, + 0.203X; and a forecast equation in

the form of standard scores: 2y = 0.320ZX, + 0.218ZX;.
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
