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Abstracts

The purposes of this research were to study the life security of Sadja Saving Group
Members in Siphaya Sub-District, Thamai District, Chanthaburi and to compare the life security
of Sadja Saving Group Members. The study was classified into personal factors, the practice of
Self-Sufficiency Economy Theory, the understanding of Sadja Saving Group’s administration and
the knowledge of Sadja Saving Group’s welfare funds. The research population was 205 group
members. The research tool was the questionnaire. The statistic analyses used in this research
were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, F- test and Scheffe’s test.

The results were revealed as follows : 1) the degree of life security shown in Sadja
Saving Group Members was at the medium level (i = 3.93). When the individual aspects were
analyzed, the findings indicated the medium level of the life security ranging from the highest to
the least average scores : the health stability (i = 4.11), the income stability (i =4.02) and the
social and cultural stability (i = 3.66) respectively. 2) When the aspects of personal factors, the
practice of Self-Sufficiency Economy Theory, the understanding of Sadja Saving Group’s
administration and the knowledge of Sadja Saving Group’s welfare funds were studied, the results
showed that the group members with the difference of gender, age, educational level, marital
status, family’s monthly income, and debts had no different life security. The group members
who have different careers show the different life security with statistical and significant
difference at .05 level. The group members who have the difference of the Self-Sufficiency
Economy Theory practice, the understanding of Sadja Saving Group’s administration and the
knowledge of Sadja Saving Group’s welfare funds show the different life security with statistical

and significant difference at .05 level.
