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Abstract

The main purposes of this research were : 1) to study students’ satisfaction, and 2) to
compare the students’ satisfaction toward Buddhist threefold training performed in Anuban
Chanthaburi School, or Chanthaburi Kindergarten School, classified by gender, understanding on
Buddhism, and recognizing Buddhism value. The sample included 175 students. The research
instrument was the rating-scale questionnaire. Statistical analysis was employed using frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The results were revealed : 1) The overall satisfaction of the students in Anuban
Chanthaburi School toward the Buddhism threefold training was at the moderate level (i =4.42)
Indivdual aspects of satisfaction were found at the moderate levels (i = 442 — 44%) :
Intelligence or Intellectual Virtue (i = 4.48), Concentration or Contemplative Virtue (i =4.45),
Precepts of Sacrament Virtue (i = 4.36) respectively. 2) The comparison of the students’
satisfaction toward the Buddhist threefold training, classified by the personal factor, found that
the students’ different gender and Buddhism understanding did not show significant difference,

however, those who had different Buddhism value showed significant difference at the .05 level.
